Patrick Burns, paranormal investigator and star of Court TV and Tru TV’s Haunting Evidence, will attempt to separate fact from folklore Tuesday evening, July 20, at one of Middle Tennessee’s most prominent historic sites.

Burns considers himself to be a “skeptical believer” and cautiously examines all claims of paranormal events. Patrick’s guarded approach earned him the respect and admiration from his peers and critics. He receives requests to conduct investigations and lectures from coast to coast.

Because of his highly-regarded reputation, Patrick will conduct the first public investigation of Rippavilla Plantation, the stately antebellum home built by Nathaniel Cheairs. Aside from being the Cheairs family home, the mansion served as headquarters to the Confederate Army of Tennessee and the Union General Bull Nelson. In March of 1862 the home also served as a smallpox hospital.
The evening begins at 6:30 p.m. with a “meet and greet.” At that time Mike Sears, Director of Volunteer State Paranormal Research, will reveal amazing evidence he collected in March 2010 when he and his team were allowed to conduct the first paranormal investigation of Rippavilla. Based on Mike’s years of experience and numerous investigations, he states that Rippavilla is the most active site he has visited.
The investigation will begin at 9:00 p.m. Participants will be divided into groups and each group will be guided by an experienced investigator. Throughout the evening each investigator will rotate groups so everyone has a chance to investigate with Patrick. The length of the overnight investigation depends on the amount of activity recorded but could last into the wee hours of the morning! 

Snacks, coffee, tea and water will be provided during the overnight investigation.
